An Interview with
Profs. Kam-keung Lee, Kai-wing Chow and Kai-vin Lam
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{iirt L | “Historical Sources and Issues: A Symposium on the History of the Ming and Qing
Dynasties” ( [## % ¢ B 938 | #51#) organized by the History Department,
Modern History Research Centre and the Advanced Institute for Contemporary
China Studies was held at SWT 501 (Council Chamber) on 9 — 10 January 2015
(Friday & Saturday). A total of 25 scholars from Mainland China, Taiwan and Hong
Kong participated in the Symposium and 18 papers on Ming-Qing China were

Prof. Li-yueh Lin #A H (Professor, Department of History, National Taiwan
Normal University) and Prof. James Z.Lee # % ¥ (Chair Professor & Dean, School of Humanities & Social
Science, HKUST) were invited to be the keynote speakers at the Symposium. Prof. Lin gave a keynote
presentation on “Jiuyu weixin: Mingdai wenhuashi yanjiu de jige
xin mianxiang & HAEF 1 HA X LA RN S BEHFE . In
her presentation, Prof. Lin employed Fu Ssu-nien’s (ff#i4F)
concept of “Cisui jiuyu, qiming weixin” (M ¥ % 3%, H & # %), |
which Fu put forth in his “Lishi yuyan yanjiusuo gongzuo zhi
zhiqu” (/& % & & ¥ % fir T4 2 & M), in order to advocate that
both new and old issues can be explored through appropriate

use of historical sources. Prof. Lin provided




many examples to support this argument, including the urban life and material culture of the Jiangnan region
(LB H.[E), the relationship between xiaoru(/M%) and local communities, and a discussion of historical
records on the Ming Dynasty in Chaotian lu (%] X %).

Prof.James Z. Lee also delivered a presentation on “Hard Times
in Late Imperial China: Eurasian Comparative Perspectives.” In
his presentation, Prof. Lee firstly introduced the rise and
influence of bibliometric/scientometric databases. In addition,
he discussed the practical applications and academic value of
bibliometric/scientometric databases and the importance of
quantitative analysis approaches, which were inspired by
Thomas Robert Malthus’ demographic works. Furthermore, he
aimed to promote the popularity of using bibliometric/scientometric databases in historical research. Prof.

Lee argued that these databases could re-shape the discipline of historical studies.

Members of the Department actively participated in the conference, including academic, teaching, research
support staff, and research students.

Thel 5th round of the memorial lecture was held in AAB 1312 on 12 January 2015 (Monday). Prof.A. Feng F{
J& (Research Fellow & Director of the Social History Research Center, Graduate School , Chinese Academy
of Social Sciences) was invited to give a lecture on “Zhongguo lishi shang de ‘qiyue’ W B J/E % L&y 4] .

In the lecture, Prof. A Feng firstly discussed modes of addressing married

women in historical records, arguing that this is a useful means to

investigate social changes in different dynasties in Chinese history. He also

introduced the rise of Diplomatics ¥ X# % initiated by Jean Mabillon, a

French Benedictine monk and scholar, in order to emphasize the

significance of Dipomatics for Historical research. Furthermore, he

explained the concept of official and private documents (B #AX#) in

Chinese history and mentioned that private documents have often been

overlooked by scholars. A new ‘folk history’ approach could emerge from

the study of private documents because this type of source material more

effectively reflects the historical experiences of ordinary people in ancient




times. Finally, Prof. A Feng introduced the history of land sale and purchase agreements (13 5 5 # %)),
which were written legal contracts in civil society. He is of the view that these contracts probably impacted

the establishment of the Civil Procedure Law of China.
